The key arena for the Indo-Norwegian bilateral cooperation is the Joint Commission 
(Ref the document ‘Plan of Action for India’ on this page:).  The Joint Commission meets annually and is headed by the Foreign Ministers of the two countries. In June 2008 the Joint Commission will meet in Oslo. 

Under the Commission, different Joint Working Groups, headed by respective technical ministries, have been and continue to be established for the different areas of cooperation: hydro-carbons, environment, science and technology and culture as well as (in the pipeline) trade and investments, education and hydropower/renewable energy. Another important arena for dialogue with the India Government is the NIPI Joint Steering Committee (JSC) where the Secretary, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MOHFW) is the Chairperson and the Norwegian Ambassador to India is the Co-chair.
